Explain the succession crisis that Edward faced and the role played by Harold Godwinson and William of Normandy

Evaluate why Edward’s death resulted in a succession crisis in an extended piece of writing
	Silent settler – mini quiz/recap on chronology and centuries 

Key term activity (heir) – use current royal family tree and discuss what would happen if/when the Queen dies

Story of Edward the Confessor – using key term, explain why having no children was a huge problem for a monarch. Word match to complete sentences to show understanding of succession crisis.

Extended writing – paragraph to evaluate the reasons why Edwards death caused a problem for England

	Describe the three main contenders to the throne in 1066

Explain why each of the contenders had a claim to the English throne

Come to a substantiated judgment on who had the best claim
	Starter – debate qualities expected of a medieval king 

Group activity – learners given success criteria for a campaign to support one contender over another. Learners will then create a campaign, justifying reasons why their contender should be king in structured debate, using campaign materials as support

Class become the Witan to discuss who should be the next king. This will frame a substantiated judgement.

	Define what is meant by a primary source

Explain who had the best claim to the throne using quotes/details from sources as support

Analyse usefulness of sources relating to the three contenders


	Starter – who did you think would make the most suitable king when Edward the Confessor died in 1066?

Define the key term “primary source” (difference between secondary/primary). Learners to create list of as many historical sources as they can.

Analyse two sources relating to each of the contenders and categorise quotes/details into strengths and weaknesses or positives and negatives. Challenge to analyse usefulness. 

Judgement –who had the best claim to the throne? Use quotes/details from sources to support judgement.

	Describe the aftermath of the Battle of Stamford Bridge, focussing on problems for Harold Godwinson and the English army

Create a historical narrative of events of the Battle of Hastings

Explain how the Battle of Stamford Bridge led to the Battle of Hastings


	Starter – play your cards right using key dates from previous lesson (putting in chronological order).

Prioritise the biggest problems for Harold Godwinson and his army following their victory at Stamford Bridge.

Map of Senlac Hill – annotate where each army was and analyse strengths and weaknesses for both.

BBC teach video – focus on events of the Battle of Hastings.

Break main events into 6 points (what happened at the start/middle/end) to create narrative
