	What were the long term causes of World War 1?
	Describe the situation in Europe in the build up to 1914, including detail about several of the “great powers”

Explain the role of nationalism in Germany and how imperialism caused tension

Prioritise the long-term causes of WW1, comparing causes to reach a substantiated judgement
	Analysis of 1914 map of Europe in comparison to present day. What has changed? Why?

Map activity to include a key of the two “sides” in WW1 – Triple Entente and Triple Alliance. Challenge to annotate map with key facts about each country or “Great Power”.

Discussion point – how do wars start?

M.A.I.N acronym of long-term causes.

Learners are provided with info stations and must categorise causes of WW1 into Imperialism, Nationalism or Arms Race.

Source Inference relating to anti-German propaganda of the Kaiser biting into a globe.

Prioritisation of long-term causes, introducing connectives & comparison skills.

	What were the short term causes of World War 1?
	Create a chronological narrative of the murder of Archduke Franz Ferdinand

Explain how the murder invoked the alliance system, which created the two sides of WW1

Analyse the usefulness of a source in explaining the causes of WW1
	Structured group work as learners are gradually given more clues relating to the murder of Archduke Franz Ferdinand.

Learners are supplied with information about Gavrilo Princip and the assassination of Archduke Franz Ferdinand. This must be arranged chronologically. 

Human Dominos – Learners are each given a country and the “domino effect” is shown clearly at the front of the class.

Analyse the usefulness of the “if you touch me…” source in explaining the causes of WW1. The source will focus on the short term, so there must be a clear explanation of why it’s correct, but also the long term causes it “misses out”.

	Why was World War 1 fought in trenches?
	Describe the aims of the Schlieffen Plan

Explain why the Schlieffen Plan failed and how it led to trench warfare

How useful is the source “Bravo Belgium!” in explaining the success the Schlieffen Plan?
	Learners provided with map of Europe and are to identify the problems that Germany may face by fighting a war on two fronts.

Using a copy of the Schlieffen plan, learners must annotate, describing the plan and explaining how it led to trench warfare in Europe.

Analyse the usefulness of the source “Bravo Belgium!” in explaining the success of the Schlieffen Plan. Focus – What represents Germany? Why is Germany represented like this?  What represents Belgium? Why is Belgium represented like this? How can we tell that it is a British cartoon? (anti-German sausage stereotype, language used “Bravo Belgium!”).

	Learners to analyse change and continuity in military warfare. Focussed gap fill to show the progression of warfare over schema, harking back to the Battle of Hastings. Learners challenged to explain change over time.

	What were conditions like in the trenches?
	Describe at least two key features of trench conditions

Use details from sources to help explain what life was like for soldiers in the trenches

Analyse the usefulness of sources, explaining why they may or may not be useful for an enquiry into trench conditions
	Starter – Source Inference relating to pictures from the trenches showing cramped, unhygienic conditions, trench foot, artillery damage, death.

“Hand in the box” activity using soil, wet sock, tinned food etc as learners identify key features of life in the trenches.

Back-to-Back activity analysing source trench conditions.

Learners provided with sources, either in groups or as stations around the classroom. Must draw details/quotes to support inferences about trench conditions.

Full source usefulness question.

	Why was there a stalemate in World War 1?
	Describe the features of attacking trenches

Write a detailed explanation of reasons for stalemate during WW1

Prioritise reasons for stalemate, making a substantiated judgement on the main reason
	Structured class re-enactment of aspects of trench warfare. Dividing learners in two, use tables as trench lines and waste paper as shells for bombardment. Blindfold or turn away when attacking to demonstrate lack of accuracy of artillery. Count how many were “hit” by artillery – less than would be expected due to lack of accuracy. Use this opportunity of a divided classroom to discuss the perils of No-Man’s Land and how this also meant stalemate.

Detailed explanation of reasons for stalemate, using key terminology and connectives.

Analyse the usefulness of sources for an enquiry into the success of the Battle of the Somme
	Starter - Analysis of war poetry. What are the costs of war?

Learners are provided with a range of sources, interpretations and facts. They must the categorise into success/failure table.

Learners will then provide their own interpretation of the Battle of the Somme, drawing on the analysis of facts, sources and other interpretations.

Analysis of two differing interpretations – how are they different and which one do you agree with the most?
