	What was the Transatlantic Slave Trade?
	Map the route of the Triangular Trade explain the links between Britain, Africa and America

Describe the key features of the West African Kingdoms before the arrival of Slave Traders 

Explain how trade developed in the African nations with a focus on how the Transatlantic Slave Trade developed


	Learners to be given case studies including information and primary sources. Using source inference and facts, describe the key features of the West African Kingdoms.

Learners to draw route of the triangle trade on a map and annotate the “resources” traded. Using the key terminology, learners are to write a narrative explaining the Triangular Trade in full.

Learners to act out route (using bag of sugar, clothing etc) to understand the route.

	What were the conditions on the Middle Passage?
	Describe life on the Middle Passage

Explain why slaves were treated this way on the Middle Passage

Analyse the usefulness of at least one historical source relating to conditions on the Middle Passage


	Settler – Link back to Triangular Trade and outline each leg of the journey. Focus on the Middle Passage.

Learners given sources relating to the Middle Passage. What can we infer about the treatment of slaves by slave traders on the Middle Passage?

Learners given list of facts of what happened on the middle passage. How does it match up to source inferences? 6-8 minute group activity on how people justified this treatment of slaves.

Class act out loose pack (walk around the classroom freely) start to block off sections of the room they cannot use until they are all in the corner of the room (tight pack).

Video Focus – Roots/Amistad. What were conditions like on the Middle Passage? 

Analyse the usefulness of at least one source relating to the Middle Passage (from ship owners and/or ex-slaves)

	How were slaves treated at slave auctions?
	Describe what happened to slaves after the Middle Passage and the key features of Slave Auctions

Analyse sources to explain the treatment of slaves at auctions
Write an analytical narrative, explaining how the Transatlantic Slave Trade had progressed from capturing slaves in West Africa, to the Middle Passage and then onto Slave Auctions

	Video analysis of modern auctions – eg Homes Under the Hammer or Bargain Hunt. What is expected? What is being auctioned? - how much would class pay for items (car, xbox, tv etc) then link to slave trade and the relative cost of slaves in the early 19th century.

Learners given advertisements for slave auctions. Use source inference skills to draw out features of slave auction and analyse the language used in advertisements – what can this tell us about attitudes towards slaves?

	What was life like on slave plantations?
	Describe the roles of slaves on plantations in southern USA using details from sources

Explain how slaves were treated on plantations

Explain how knowledge of the conditions on plantations increased protest against the slave trade


	Starter – pupils discuss/write down their daily routine. Compare this to that of a slave.

Analysis of “heat map” of location of slave plantations in the USA. Discuss why they are concentrated mainly in the south.

Learners given range of sources of experiences of people on slave plantations. Quotes must be extracted to show the types of work/activities carried out on plantations in one column and the forms of punishment handed out in another.

Learners given info sheet and must categorise information into four quadrants – Daily Routine, Living Conditions and Food, Work and Working Conditions, Free Time and Leisure. Challenge is to use the information in the quadrants AND supporting quotes from the sources to explain why accounts of the treatment of slaves on plantations increased international protest against the slave trade.

	Rebellion and Abolition
	Define the key terms “campaigner” and “abolition”, describing the key features of campaigns from the likes of William Wilberforce and Olaudah Equiano

Explain the significance of the role of a range of campaigners in the abolition of the slave trade

Analyse an historical interpretation about the reasons for the abolition of the slave trade
	Starter – using information about treatment on the Middle Passage, Auctions and Plantations, explain why successful slave rebellion was rare.

Define passive and violent resistance using specific examples from sources from and/or case studies of the Haitian Revolution, the Maroons of Jamaica and the Nat Turner Rebellion.

Mindmap of slave rebellion. Substantiated judgement on the most effective form of revolt/rebellion.
